ABSTRACT

Bezuglyi P. The Impact of State Policy on Migration Processes in Ukraine
(2010 — 2017). — Qualifying scientific work on the rights of the manuscript.

Thesis for the acquisition of a scientific degree of PhD in the field of 05 «Social
and Behavioral Sciences» by the speciality 052 “Political Science”. — Vasyl’ Stus
Donetsk National University, Vinnytsia, 2019.

The thesis provides a complex study of the impact of state policy on the formation
of motivations of Ukrainian citizens in the context of their migration and departure with
subsequent emigration.

The author proposed a scientific and methodological approach to the study of
migration as an object of political science. The complex of statistical and sociological
indicators that determine the state of the political system of Ukraine and the effectiveness
of the state socio-economic policy is substantiated in the thesis. The identification of
signs of migration movement dependence on the results of the state socio-economic
policy is carried out in the paper. The author suggested differentiation of factors of
influence on migration processes by groups (demographic, socio-economic, socio-
psychological, normative-legal, political) and periodization (2010-2014 and 2014-2017)
of indicators determining the directions and intensity of the mentioned dependencies.
Modeling and forecasting of the indicators of the migration movement in Ukraine based
on the substantiated parameters of their dependence on political and socio-economic
factors are covered in the thesis.

It was found that the hybrid societies and political systems with economies in
transition, the economic and social factors of public policy have the greatest influence on
the formation of motivations and migration. The more difficult socio-economic situation
of a certain population strata affects the increase in the number of migrant workers among
them, whose personal motivations are related to minimizing losses (seasonal earnings, a
loyal tax system for small businesses, the accumulation of a certain amount for the

purchase of real estate in their country or financial security family).
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It is proved that the migration dynamics of Ukrainians is the result not only of the
domestic policy of Ukraine (as a donor country), but also of the foreign policy of the
recipient countries — Poland, Russia, the Czech Republic, Hungary and others. The
decrease or increase in the number of migrants is the result of socio-economic,
educational, migration state policies.

The author found that an unstable political system was vulnerable to the loss of
human capital. It has been proved that in the conditions of the systemic crisis in the
country, external factors that cause the emigration of the best people, should be expected
to activate and they would be formed as specific individual opportunities with a focus on
success (professional growth, obtaining quality education and medical services,
favourable conditions for starting a business, decent employment).

It has been proved that, in the face of a political crisis in society, social and
economic factors of migration will be inferior to political ones, contributing to the forced
migration of the political elite, although their impact on the development of the donor
state may remain unchanged.

The types of population migration have been systematized according to several
classification traits based on the set of spatial mobility indicators. The factors of direct
and indirect impact on the migration of the population, sensitivity to which is
demonstrated by the dynamics of the migration movement, were grouped. The author
identified methods, goals and tools for regulating migration processes.

The author proposed the improved methodological foundations of quantitative
analysis of migration movement dependence on economic, social and political factors
based on construction of appropriate economic and mathematical model, determination
and comparison of the direction and degree of influence of each of the selected factors.

The author suggested the principles of state policy and state migration policy
taking into account the experience of the countries with developed market economy,
namely the principle of creating new socially useful values, which assumes that special
structures coordinating the activities of government bodies, which were responsible for
the development of citizens' motivations for the development and management of

territories in the areas of economy, social security, education and responsible for quality
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of life, improving economic performance, providing educational services, guarantor high
social standards.

The three scenarios of the dynamics of migration displacement parameters in
Ukraine have been forecasted, each of which is conditioned by the probable effectiveness
of socio-economic policy.

The legal analysis of the legislative acts is carried out and it is proved that the state
and state migration policy of Ukraine is different and haphazard. Namely: there is no
national human capital development strategy and mechanisms for its implementation;
national legislation in the field of development and preservation of human capital does
not comply with international law; subjects of economic relations often do not comply
with the rules of national law; there is a discrepancy between the norms set by the
Constitution and the laws of human and citizen's rights and guarantees for education,
health care, culture, etc.

The author suggested directions of adjustment of the state policy in the context of
preservation of human capital of Ukraine: legislative, migration, economic, social and
educational. The legislative direction of state policy adjustment in the context of human
capital preservation should include: bringing national legislation in the field of
development and preservation of human capital in line with international regulations, and
development of a national strategy for the development and preservation of human
capital for five years and a plan for its implementation, taking into account migration
threats.

The migration direction of adjusting state policy in the context of human capital
preservation involves several specific measures. In particular, conducting a census to
determine the real size and structure of the population; development of own model of
migration processes in Ukraine, especially model of external migration; development and
approval of the state program of support for IDPs in order to maintain them in the
country, development and use of their human potential and intellectual capital for
development of other regions of Ukraine; implementation of mechanisms of return and

support of repatriates, providing them with decent living and working conditions;
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creation of a program and mechanisms for returning and transferring business of migrant
workers to Ukraine, as well as for the business of foreign citizens.

The economic direction of adjusting state policy in the context of human capital
preservation should be realized through: developing a strategy for sustainable innovative
development of the state and a mechanism for providing it with human resources;
creation of favourable and safe conditions for foreign investments; supporting small and
medium-sized businesses to create new jobs, especially in small cities, as well as
developing self-employment; identifying regional priorities in creating new, additional
and retaining high-performing jobs; optimization of distribution and redistribution of
economically active population by spheres of economic activity, stimulation of transition
of labour to those of them who are oriented on production of competitive, innovative
products; increasing the mobility of the population with a view to redistributing labour
force between the disadvantaged and disadvantaged regions; providing government
support to agricultural producers that create new work places.

The social direction of state policy adjustments in the context of human capital
preservation should include the development of measures to encourage an increase in
fertility and reducing mortality, increase life expectancy through the promotion of
healthy lifestyles, and the improvement of material well-being and living conditions;
creating an effective system for preventing negative social phenomena; reforms of the
payroll system, changes in the method of calculating the consumer basket and its
composition; continuing medical reform and bringing the regulatory framework into line.

The educational direction of adjusting state policy in the context of human capital
preservation can be realized through the following steps: continuation of the reform of
secondary, vocational and higher education; narrowing the gap between secondary
education and higher education; establishing mechanisms for the implementation of the
right to autonomy by higher education institutions, including financial ones; developing
a mechanism for implementing the concept of dual education in order to provide the labor
market with the necessary skilled workers and professional specialists with higher
education; development and implementation of the concept of lifelong learning;

introduction of a program of support for the development of science in higher education
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institutions (both fundamental and applied); creation of a program of support for talented
and young scientists, updating the conditions of competitions for grants for scientific
research, ensuring transparency of holding such competitions.
