ABSTRACT

The political process is studied through its discursive embodiment, in which
language appears as a system-forming vector that is self-actualized through specific
political texts and activities that are realized and interpreted within the discursive
structure's permissible (specified) bounds.

The viewpoint of the theoretical and practical work is the position of the post-
structuralist theory of discourse that the political process is conditioned by the
existence of the purpose of Education, called discourse, which is described as a
generally constant framework that includes linguistic characteristics of language and
pragmatic components of action, restricts all that may be thought, expressed, and, as
a result, done in relation to political phenomena and events. The discourse itself is
articulated in a loosely hierarchical framework of concepts that may be derived from
any political book, independent of its topic, volume, or other characteristics. The
prevailing line of description and action in the political process is called
“hegemonic” discourse.

The essential possibility of formal language extraction and modeling of the
structure of speech is demonstrated in the context of the work, in which each element
organizes and is structured by other components, forming a complex structure of
subordination relationships with them. As a result, the network itself, in the most
redundant form possible, represents the structure of political speech within a
separate symbolic association. This is the first time someone has offered a codified
model of discourse. Furthermore, the work tries to introduce such a structure in a

variety of ways, ranging from a simple transfer of theoretical concepts to the



practical plane to various model modifications in an attempt to formalize political
science research and increase the degree of verification of scientific search results.

This approach allows us to examine the political process as a process
subjugated to the logic of discourse, the goal of Education, which dictates the logic
of the elite's activities, rather than as the acts of individual political actors directed
by private interests and ambitions. This analysis allowed us to conclude that the
concept of a subject in modern political science is undergoing significant
transformations, and therefore, the subject in the theoretical plane of research can no
longer be defined in the context of stable mental dispositions and with the need for
its analysis in the scientific and practical plane should be carried out with an
emphasis on the conditions that allow and reproduce it.

Within the framework of the work, it is provided that in the modern political
process, the actions of an individual are depersonalized, as a result of determining
the subject within the framework of the discussion field, which provided him with
possible, but limited (by hegemonic discourse) ways of subjectivation. Thus, a single
political actor operates inside the framework of a fragmentary identity constrained
by discourse, relying on a number of stable mental dispositions. The core of any of
his actions may be analyzed and, even more so, forecasted by highlighting the
structure of discourse, which in turn allows us to make certain predictions about the
political process's future evolution.

In order to increase the degree of verifiability and formalization of the
obtained data, the author proposed to conduct a discursive analysis using a formal
model of political discourse analysis. The theoretical and practical foundations of
this type of analysis are defined as a transformational synthesis of post-structuralist
discursive theory and methods of distributive semantics and mathematical modeling,
implemented in the R programming language.

This analysis allowed us to build diachronic and synchronic models of the
structure of the political discourse of Ukraine in the time interval 2009-2020. thus,
During this analysis, it was determined that the implementation of this approach is

possible, and also deduced a number of key positions regarding the discursive



structure of the political process of Ukraine in different time intervals, which was
chosen a step in two years, to track the ways and results of transformations in the
discursive structure.

Thus, it is determined that the Ukrainian political discursive structure can be
presented as unstable with an indication of characteristic indicators for discursive
criteria at each stage. The key "vulnerabilities" of the model of the structure of
political discourse include: - weak formation of identity, within the symbolic
formation of the state, which is both expressed and leads to the fact that the ways of
self-identification within the structure are determined at the state level in floating
signs that are not fully formed as nodal points, and therefore are not fixed in the
discursive structure by hegemonic means. This creates a situation in which other
discursive structures, both inside and outside formal and symbolic borders, compete
to define the meaning of identity, providing citizens with a variety of subject
positions that exacerbate self-identity conflict at the level of Ukrainian society and
lead to a state of identity conflict that no one can resolve in a hegemonic way.

Throughout the study, the author demonstrated that the discursive structure
has a high level of conformity and "heredity," which is manifested in a set of
important discursive patterns that may be presented as relatively fixed at the level of
hegemonic discourse groups of nodal points and moments, which are reproduced
within various discursive structures with a high level of conformity and a slight re-
separation of subordinate moments regarding their definition. Furthermore, the
evaluated texts had a high level of correlation, with an average indication of more
than 0.6 for different time intervals.

In the course of the research on the base of the obtained models of discursive
structures, the author represented a semantic content of the structures through the
determination of the content of their parameters at the level of clarification of the
values of nodal points. It allowed to conduct a visual analysis of the degree of their
similarities and differences. In particular, a significant overlap of the discursive
structures of the political process in Ukraine at the level of pattern distribution for

the entire research period was determined. The author concludes that the thesis on



desubjectivation of contemporary political process as a kind of functioning of
political actors as self-aware persons is verified based on the foregoing.

The most essential elements of political discourse modeling from the
perspective of forecasting were established and studied during the course of the
research. A forecast of the model state with an intermediate interval of 2 years is
constructed at the level of the pattern distribution of nodal points of the discursive
structure, which is based on the dependence of random consecutive quantities, with
a hierarchical definition of vectors of influence on the predicted period. The forecast
is detailed in the definition of three key discursive patterns calculated using a
probabilistic approach. As a result of the analysis, we can anticipate that the
discursive structure model will remain stable at the nodal point level during the
forecasted time, but it will be open to modifications at the level of content of
individual symbols. Furthermore, the work addresses future research avenues and
outlines major issues that must be addressed on the path to developing extended
projections based on formal models of political discourse structure.
