ABSTRACT

Mykhalska V. V. Management policy of post-conflict territories. —
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A comprehensive study of management policy of post-conflict territory is
done. It is characterized as a management process that is localized within the
territory affected by the armed conflict. It is seen as a resource by various political
actors and requires the establishment of institutional order and overcoming the
consequences of the conflict.

Management policy of post-conflict territories was studied through its
components: “post-conflict territory”, “armed conflict”, “post-conflict”, “post-
conflict management”. The study of the subject became possible due to
interdisciplinary theoretical and methodological approaches and methods of political
science, political geography, geopolitics, international relations, political
regionalism, conflict studies, law and management.

It is substantiated that in the context of studying the management policy of
post-conflict territory, there is no need to study the territory as a subject of conflict.
The expediency of studying such a territory as a space affected by the armed conflict
is argued. As a result of the conflict the territory has a ruined system of governance
or weak institutional forms of development that require development “from scratch”
or reintegration into a national high-level system.

The specifics of the implementation of management practices in several post-
conflict territories is determined. These are: part of the territory of Croatia -
Slavonia, Baranya and Western Srijem, Tajikistan, Bangladesh, Kosovo, Rwanda,
Cambodia, Nicaragua, Mozambique, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Sierra Leone.

Within the categorical apparatus of outlined sciences and research areas,
“post-conflict” 1s defined as a stage of conflict of interests between two or more

actors, which occurs after the completion of the main stages of the conflict. The



author considered cases where two or more states, or the state(s) represented by the
government and a certain organized insurgent group(s) became the subjects of armed
confrontation.

To detail “post-conflict” using the categories of political science, international
law and international relations, a description of the forms and types of the end of the
conflict is provided. The author's concept of the signs of the end of the conflict is
provided. These are: 1) the parties to the conflict agree on post-conflict management,
2) the party (parties) or a third party obtains full sovereignty (control) over the
territory previously covered by the conflict and 3) the end of the conflict and the
formation of legitimate institutions is recognized by international community. The
importance of international recognition for ending the conflict is justified by the
concept of “separatist states” that have not received such recognition, and a
comparative analysis of the cases of Kosovo and Transnistria.

The use of the term “management policy” in this work is substantiated. The
term means a purposeful set of decisions and actions aimed at satisfying political
interests. It is based on the theoretical basis of public policy, public administration
and crisis management. Actors of management of post-conflict territories, their place
and role in the synergy of post-conflict processes and establishment of institutional
order within the territory under study are identified. The concept of “management of
post-conflict territory” is also complemented by its comparison with the concept of
“crisis management”. The management system of the post-conflict territory is
endowed with certain features that lie in the field of hybridity of political regimes,
the psychology of political leadership, forms of interaction between the stakeholders
of the territory.

The conflict of influence and strategies of international and national actors in
the management of post-conflict territories is revealed, which is substantiated by
studying the genesis of the attitude of international and national actors to the
management of post-conflict territories and their political interests in post-conflict
territories. It is stated that in post-conflict territories, international organizations

perform their statutory functions, thus justifying their functioning in a crisis of



international law and international relations, and world leaders realize their
geopolitical interests by implementing a model of “liberal peace” in areas vulnerable
to external influences.

It was found that the interests of national and international actors coincide in
terms of achieving conditions in which the impact of pre-conflict confrontation of
values will be leveled, and peace (as a form of coexistence) will be considered the
highest value for the majority of the post-conflict population. The study introduces
the concept of peacebuilding as an activity to establish peace (order of the system),
which supports and strengthens institutions that promote peaceful coexistence and
minimize conflict-generating factors.

Based on these conditions, the criteria for the effectiveness of management
policy of post-conflict territory are formulated, that can be put forward as indicators
of the audit of specific management practices in the post-conflict area. Based on
these criteria, the management policy is studied through institutional and non-
institutional practices in three sectors of public life; from the security sector
(demobilization, disarmament, reintegration; reform of the security system;
transitional justice), from economics (international financial assistance; post-
conflict economic growth; reconciliation through economics; restoration of property
rights of internally displaced persons) and from the socio-cultural sphere (education,
information and cultural policy). Selected practices are described and analyzed
based on post-institutional and synergetic approaches of political science.

Based on the proposed conflict of strategies of national and international
levels regarding the management of post-conflict territories, two “ideal” (from the
side of its initiator) models of national and international management of post-conflict
territories are proposed. The models are based on the experience of three post-
conflict territories — Croatia, Tajikistan and Rwanda. The choice of territories is
justified by the conditions of the end of conflicts in these territories, the fact of
formation of actors of government with clear tools, mechanisms and long-term

prospects for the development of the political system.



The structure of models of management of post-conflict territories is proposed
that contains subject-object correlations (actors with their purposes, resources,
actions), values and principles of management, methods, tools and mechanisms of
management, including tools of influence and feedback in management system.

As a result of modeling of two “ideal” types of governance, it has been found
that the conflict approaches lie down, in particular, in the different nature of the
relationship between government and the population, different values and principles
of management practices. At the applied level, conflict is defined by the ability of
the post-conflict government to delegate authority to civil society, as well as the
ability of civil society to accept and implement it, and the ability and willingness of
all policy makers, both government and the public, to “discuss” the conflict and
accept its consequences, without creating the preconditions for reversal. Based on
the previous conclusions, it is substantiated that the key needs of post-conflict
management are the need for: - multitasking staff that will be able to address a wide
range of issues related to the management of post-conflict areas; - constant collection
of information and systematic monitoring of the effectiveness of management
practices.

In the conditions of unfinished armed conflict in the East of Ukraine and in
the Crimea, the model of integrated audit of the post-conflict territory is offered. The
model is based on a three-level analysis of post-conflict territory: 1) analysis of the
conflict (preconditions and reasons, dynamics, conditions of completion); 2)
specialized study of the territory (demographic and economic audit, study of the
management system, analysis of social elements of society); 3) study of specific
post-conflict markers (geography of contamination of explosives; registration of
combatants; registration of persons involved in propaganda and management
activities; circulation of weapons and other illegal objects).

Several scenarios of conflict resolution in eastern Ukraine and post-conflict
territory management models that can be implemented in these scenarios are
considered based on the "ideal types" of international and national governance

models, as well as on the audit model for Ukraine. According to the criteria of



control over the management of post-conflict territory and the ability to exercise this
control, the most optimal scenario for ending the conflict is the ending of the conflict
in separate districts of Donetsk and Luhansk regions by establishing full Ukrainian
sovereignty over the territory and maintaining Ukraine's NATO and EU course with
strong leadership in Ukraine. In implementing this scenario, it will be possible to
direct most management practices to the reintegration of these territories into the
Ukrainian political and legal field, as well as to strengthen post-conflict management
with the resources of both international financial structures and non-conflict-affected
areas of Ukraine.
