The dissertation is devoted to the study of the constitutional and legal
foundations of the activities of the High Council of Justice (hereinafter reffered as
HCJ).

Chapter 1"The High Council of Justice as a constitutional body of judicial
administration™ for the first time proposes the author's understanding of “judicial
administration” as a form of self-organization of judges in order to form a judiciary
that must meet the high requirements of professional training, ethics and virtue,
and manage it from within, create and ensuring for him such conditions of
functioning under which the activities of the court will be transparent, justice - fair,
impartial, and to ensure his independence from the outside.

The definition of the constitutional and legal foundations for organizing the
activities of the High Council of Justice as a set of elements has been improved:
the basic principles of organization and activity, guarantees of activity, functions
and powers of the HCJ, the peculiarities of the formation and structure of the HCJ,
procedural issues.

It has acquired the improvement of the position of the axiological principles
of organizing the activities of the HCJ and it has been proved that the main
axiological principle of organizing the activities of the HCJ is the principle of the
rule of law, the independence of the court and judges both in relations with the
authorities and society, and in relations with the parties in any court case, as a and
the legitimate exercise of human rights and freedoms, respect for human rights and
the impartial application of the law.

The concept of "constitutional and legal guarantees for the activities of the

High Council of Justice" has been improved as legally enshrined conditions, means



and methods, forms, in fact, provide the possibility of exercising powers and aimed
at protecting the status of the High Council of Justice in Ukraine determined by the
Constitution and other regulatory legal acts.

It’s proved that the emergence of the High Council of Justice is the result of
a gradual reform of the judiciary and judicial self-organization in the country, the
implementation of international and European standards of justice, which are based
on the fact that the bodies entrusted with protecting the independence of judges
should be autonomous, independent judicial authorities, which ensures that judges
can exercise their functions, regardless of any control from the executive and
legislative authorities and without undue pressure from within the judicial system.

Scientific views on the characteristics of the constitutional and legal nature
of the High Council of Justice as a body of state power and judicial administration
were further developed, in particular, it was established that the constitutional and
legal nature of the HCJ as a body of state power is characterized by the following
features: collegiality, independence, lack of control and non-accountability to other
government bodies; independence of its members, not accountable and not
controlled by the subjects of their appointment; the performance of public
administration functions in the field of the formation of the judiciary, participation
in the administration of courts, disciplinary responsibility of judges and
prosecutors belongs to the public tasks of the state.

Based on the determination of the relationship between “judicial
management" and "judicial self-government”, it has been established that the High
Council of Justice, as a body of state power and judicial administration, is obliged
to act only on the basis, within the powers and in the manner provided for by the
Constitution and the laws of Ukraine, while the activities of judicial self-
government bodies are based on the corporate norms of these bodies.

The provisions on the expediency of grouping the powers of the HCJ by
three functions have been further developed: on the formation of the judiciary; on
bringing to disciplinary responsibility a judge or a prosecutor; to ensure the

independence of judges and the authority of the judiciary.



Chapter 2 "Characteristics of the powers of the High Council of Justice" for
the first time highlights the prerequisites that determine the discretionary nature of
the powers of the High Council of Justice in the formation of the judiciary,
bringing judges to disciplinary responsibility, taking measures to ensure the
independence of judges and the authority of justice, in particular: 1) the possibility
of forming one's own assessment of the circumstances related to the candidate for
the position of judge and his personal qualities; 2) the priority of the inner
conviction of each member of the HCJ over the inner conviction of a candidate for
the office of a judge; 3) the possibility of an ambiguous interpretation of the
concepts of "virtue" and "professional ethics” when establishing the circumstances
that testify to the dishonesty of a judge and can negatively affect public confidence
in the judiciary in connection with the appointment of a person to the office of a
judge; 4) the possibility of setting the timing of procedures in disciplinary
proceedings; 5) the possibility of verifying a report of suspicion regarding the
validity of the suspicion when deciding on the application of a measure to ensure
criminal proceedings and submission to give consent to the detention of a judge,
keeping him in custody or arrest in terms of the justification for the need for such
detention (detention, arrest), correctness and compliance the requirements
established by the Criminal Procedure Code of Ukraine; 6) own legal assessment
“interference in the judge’s activities in administering justice” in accordance with
Avrticle 73 of the Law of Ukraine "On the High Council of Justice"; 7) the right to
choose a measure to protect a judge from discrimination and to ensure the
independence of the judge and to protect the authority of justice.

The understanding of discretionary powers as an evaluative concept has been
improved and it has been proved that the issue of assigning certain powers to
discretionary powers must be considered in the context of each individual case of
exercising the powers of a state body.

The content of discretion in the activities of the HCJ is determined and it is
substantiated that, according to the criterion of the subject of discretion in the

activities of the HCJ, it can be both collective and individual (the decisive is the



personal conviction of each member of the HCJ, which ultimately determines the
nature of their voting), but as a result of the legal nature of the latter as the
collegial body's individual discretion is derivative and subsidiary only.

The provisions of measures have been improved, the HCJ is adopted to
ensure the independence of judges and the authority of justice of a general and
individual nature, in particular, it is substantiated that public statements and
appeals are an instrument of proper response to both internal and external
challenges and threats to the independence of judges and the authority of the
judiciary and informing society about the problems and achievements of the
judiciary; that the function of the annual reports on the state of independence of
judges in Ukraine is not only to identify urgent problems and achievements in the
field of judicial independence, but also to monitor overcoming the identified
problems and make proposals on ways to solve them.

Taking into account the need to increase public confidence in the judiciary,
to strengthen the authority of the court, arguments are given on the advisability of
developing and implementing a methodology for collecting and analyzing on a
regular basis information necessary to form effective communication with various
target groups and increase the level of trust in the court, and normalize interaction
between The Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine and the High Council of Justice for the
consideration of mandatory advisory opinions on draft laws on the judicial system
and the status of judges, in particular, the amendments to the Law of Ukraine "On
the Rules of Procedure of the VVerkhovna Rada of Ukraine".

We received additional substantiation for proposals on the advisability of
carrying out the procedure for dismissing a judge for health reasons, similar to the
procedure for bringing to disciplinary responsibility and granting the HCJ the right
to demand from a judge an opinion from a narcologist and psychiatrist within the
framework of the broken procedure for the release of a judge for health reasons.

In order to comply with the rule of law in the activities of the High Council
of Justice, it was proposed to provide in part two of Article 57 of the Law of

Ukraine "On the High Council of Justice" the possibility of appealing and



canceling the decision of the High Council of Justice on the release of a judge on
the grounds specified in paragraphs 3 and 6 of part six of Article 126 of the
Constitution Ukraine, incl. on other grounds in accordance with the law.

The research results are presented as proposals for improving the norms of
the current legislation in the form of the draft Law of Ukraine "On Amendments to
the Law of Ukraine "On the Rules of Procedure of the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine™".
