Thesis for a PhD Degree by Field of study 05 «Social and Behavioral
Sciences» by Program Subject Area 051 «Economics». — Vasyl’ Stus Donetsk
National University, Vinnytsia, 2021.

The thesis is devoted to development of theoretical and methodological
approaches to scientific and practical recommendations on regulation of economic
activity of youth on the ground of their value orientation.

Scientific novelty of the obtained research results is in the deepening of
theoretical basics and development of a set of scientific-practical recommendations
for regulation of economic activity of the young people on the base of their value
orientations.

In section 1 «Theoretical basis of regulation of economic youth activity in
behavior paradigm of social development» the theoretical approaches to
understanding the concept of «economic activity» are combined; studied evolution
of concept «value orientations» and its essence in economic science; justified the
role of value orientations as regulating factor of youth activity in behavior paradigm
of social development.

Based on the generalization of existing approaches to the definition of concept
«economic activity» (process, personal, institutional) the author enriched conceptual
and categorical apparatus of research, namely, he proposed to identify two types of
economic activity (EA): potential (which is shown as aspiration of a human to any
actions with aim of obtaining some economical results and/or its intention to be
active participant of labor market (desire to find work, inspiration to change job or
its process, desire to retrain, desire of career growth and so on) and factually (
producing by human material and intangible benefits with further transformation
them into material reward which is directed in its turn to satisfy the needs and

reproduction of labor power). Justified that potential EA must be the priority object



in regulation subjects of labor market and under this influence it can be turned into
factual EA. Factual EA in its turn acquires displays of active and inert types; by its
nature the actual EA is similar employment.

It is emphasized that the most promising category of labor market participants
in terms of regulatory impact on the level of economic activity, but at the same time,
and the riskiest, from the point of view of unpredictability of behavior in the labor
market, is the youth, which acts as a driver of socio-economic processes.

According to the results of research of multidisciplinary evolution of concept
«values» and «value orientationsy the author gave them interpretation as economic
categories, namely values are suggested to be considered as elements of the spiritual
or material spheres of life, which are considered by human being as first and
foremost for satisfaction of spiritual and material needs; value orientations-these are
the elements of worldview of person or group of people and determine this or that
advantages, necessity and aspiration on separate human values.

Dissertation candidate justified, that in behavioral paradigm of social
development the role of value orientation is increasing and is the key factor of
influence on economic activity of young people. Author proposes the author
classification of values, defining the economic activity of a person according levels
(individual and collective, which cover social and/or national, regional, corporate)
with right content (economic and social). This classification allows to conduct a
structured identification of relevant value orientations of young people and put into
basis of the author’s scientific tools.

Regulation of economic activity of young people on the basis of their value
orientation is defined by the author as the process of multi-directional targeted
influence on youth behavior on labor market and its economic activity to use youth
labor potential on the labor market, to increase the quality of youth labor market and
to support comfort well-being of youth in sphere of social-labor relations.

In section 2 «Analysis of economic activity indicators and identifying value
orientations of youth in Ukraine» analyzed the dynamics of economic activity of

young people on the labor market of Ukraine; conducted social measurement of



youth value sphere; defined the influence of youth value orientations on its economic
activity. Analysis of situation on labor market of Ukraine in 2013-2019 showed that
dynamics of youth economic activity is directly defined with the total conjuncture
of labor market, and its level is different for youth groups of different age, and in
2019 in Ukraine its level was in range from 36,2% for age group of 15-24 years till
82% for age group 30-34 years (in general for population aged 15-70 years, this
index made 63,4%).

Using the developed questionnaire, a structured study of the value orientations
of youth was carried out and their influence on the economic activity in three blocks:
subject-material, socio-economic, vital household. The age group from 17 till 34 was
examined in six regions of Ukraine: Odesa, Cherkasy, Vinnytsia, Zaporizhzhia,
Kyiv and Lviv regions. On the basis of the results obtained it is revealed value
orientations which reinforce this or that type of economic behavior, it means they
determine the economic activity. There was conducted research of economic activity
of different types and kinds of respondents; the determinant factors while choosing
a job were revealed, the mist important are the pay level, interesting job content and
career prospects, also safe conditions of job.

The portrait of modern youth was created in the context of its value
orientations and it includes: 1) from block of vital household values — happiness of
family; love; independence; 2) from material block — welfare of relatives; material
security; personal housing; don’t use the programs of living credit; high income; 3)
from social and economic block — to be free while choosing a place of work, do
your job skillfully, work in a friendly team under the guidance of good, kind and
intelligent person. All above mentioned results must be taking into account while
potential assessment of EA and defining vectors of influence on value orientations
with the aim to regulate EA of youth.

Empirically determined the influence of value orientations on the economic
activity of young people. It is revealed the age dynamics of the significance of value

orientations for youth, based on this was made the conclusion that it is very



important to form the effective mechanism for engagement youth to productive
behavior, which depends upon level and quality of economic activity.

The relief of age dynamics EA of youth active and inert types is built, active
peak is at 19-20 aged youth and transition to inert type is fixed beginning with 30
years of age. Highlighted groups of value orientations of modern Ukrainian youth,
which is inherent to representatives of both types as active, so inert EA. It is
substantiated that obtained results must be taken into account on all levels of labor
behavior management on labor market.

In section 3 «Priority directions of economic youth activity on the base of their
value orientations» are substantiated the conceptual approaches to regulation of
economic youth activity on the base of their value orientations, also are given
recommendations for stimulating productive economic behavior of young people on
labor market, proposed a mechanism of formation value orientations of youth which
provides the active behavior on labor market.

Dissertation candidate is the first who worked out the conceptual approaches
for registration of youth economic activity on the basis of their value orientations,
based on logical scheme of regulating mechanism of youth activity, which is directed
for creation of conditions for increasing of economic activity of youth by means of
stimulation and support of such behavior on labor market, that permits profitable
implementation of existing abilities to job, knowledge and experience with regard to
value orientations. The uniqueness of this mechanism lies in the fact that it is
proposed to include the algorithm of revealing the most significant value orientations
of youth in its turn it will permit to render more effective influence on youth on labor
market.

Differentiated use of types of regulation (corrective, preventive, anti-crisis,
strategic) is recommended, depending on the current tasks, the actual and desired
state of the object of regulation (youth EA), the characteristics of the environment,
labor market, its youth segment, national economy, situation in the company, etc.).

The leading role of education institutions as subjects of regulation of youth

economic activity and formation of its value orientations is substantiated. The



preconditions, priority directions and mechanisms of their regulatory influence are
defined.

Improved the mechanism of formation youth value orientations, which will
provide their active behavior on labor market and which apart from existing provides
a sorting process of youth values to select standard value orientations, modelled for
acceptable level of economic activity in the existing environment; covers the
combination of such methods as institutional, economic and social influence that
stimulates the youth behavior on labor market which is distinguished by economic
activity of active type.

Worked out algorithm of revealing the significant youth value orientation,
which provides usage of developed questionnaire, content of which is determined
by focus research and permits to form a portrait of modern Ukrainian youth (or its
separate social- demographic groups) with regards of value orientations, also to
form a chart of value sphere which can be the universal instrument for social-labor
relations on labor market — from getting education and entering the labor market up
to the end of labor career.

Author suggested his own approaches one of the stimulation of youth
economic behavior productivity on labor market due to development of adaptive
regulation model for economic activity of youth on the ground of its value
orientations, which is based on the active and system interactions of labor market
subjects (employers, employment centers and education institutions and so on) in
the direction of creation the appropriate conditions of effective usage of economic
activity potential of youth taking into account their value orientations.

The practical significance of obtained results of this research is based on the
fact that the main provisions, outlined in this scientific work have been brought to
the level of specific recommendations for regulation of economic youth activity
based on their value orientations. Scientific and applied developments in regulation
of economic activity of young people can be put into practice of social-economical
management on national, regional and corporate levels to provide effective usage

of youth labor potential on the labor market, also on individual level — with aim of



formation of value orientations among young people, which provide development of
economic activity of active type, promote to increase level of youth participation in
work force and support comfortable well-being of youth in the sphere of social and
labor relations.
