SUMMARY
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The dissertation is devoted to the research of economic and legal regulation of
educational services.

Section 1 "General theoretical provisions on economic and legal regulation of
educational services" provides educational services "the main stages of formation of
educational services as a legal category: the period of Kievan Rus (mention of education
in the laws of Monomakh, Byzantine-Russian agreements, the emergence of
educational services emergence of the first educational institutions), periods of
Ukrainian lands in the Russian, Austrian empires, the Kingdom of Hungary
(specification of the content of educational services, diversification of their types due
to the emergence of university-type higher education institutions), Soviet period
(specification of the content of educational services at different levels of education);
period of independence of Ukraine (consolidation at the legislative level of the
definition of educational services and its qualitative dimensions).

The features inherent in educational services are specified, taking into account
the definition of educational services as actions of educational institutions and other
subjects of educational activity informal and/or non-formal education, which are

provided on a paid or free basis and aimed at obtaining new or improving previously



acquired competencies (knowledge, skills, abilities, ways of thinking, views, values,
other personal qualities) and learning outcomes of students.

The characteristics of educational services are generalized with the substantiation
that they are public, intangible, factual, professional. The types of educational services
are specified on the grounds: 1) term of provision (one-time or term); 2) payment (paid
or unpaid for the student); 3) by levels of education (in preschool, primary, secondary,
higher education); 4) by forms of education (in full-time, part-time, distance, distance
and other forms of education); 5) by volume and direction of services (general or
professional; general, narrowly oriented, aimed at the development of personal abilities
of students and applicants with special needs).

Specific features of activities for the provision of educational services due to its
implementation in the field of education are clarified, such as the goal of promoting the
statutory goal of education in meeting the needs of students (formation of new or
improved previously acquired competencies and learning outcomes) and sub-objects of
providing educational services (achieving social and economic results, including
making a profit); unlimited subject composition of educational service providers; nature
of the activity: main or additional type of activity for business entities; content of
activity — the provision of educational services, the types, scope and quality of which
are defined by law, educational program and/or contract. Taking into account these
features, the definition of economic activity in the provision of educational services as
an activity aimed at providing such services in formal or non-formal education has been
improved to promote the statutory goal of education and meet the needs of students and
subjects of educational services. The separation of the provision of educational services
in the online mode into a separate type of activity is substantiated, which is conditioned
by the current level of development of the society, meets its needs and global challenges
facing the society. The economic and legal basis for the provision of educational
services is generalized and the factors that in modern conditions affect the improvement

of the economic and legal basis for the provision of educational services are specified,



including recognition and implementation of basic principles and standards of
educational activities; taking into account the global challenges that determine the
development of online education; preservation of national features of the organization
of the education system, the level of professional training, the content of educational
programs, etc.; strengthening the autonomy of educational institutions, focusing on the
spread of contractual regulation of educational services, etc.

Section 2 "Characteristics of economic and legal regulation of educational
services" clarifies the provisions on the status of subjects of educational services with
the justification that they are business entities of any organizational and legal form and
form of ownership, which have a set of economic rights and responsibilities, which
forms the scope of economic competence. The types of subjects of providing
educational services are specified: 1) educational institutions for which the provision
of educational services is the main type of economic activity, including educational
institutions of foreign countries; 2) other legal entities - enterprises, institutions,
organizations, natural persons-entrepreneurs who do not have the status of an
educational institution; 3) separate subdivisions of educational institutions, including
educational institutions of foreign states. It is specified that the implementation of the
principle of autonomy of educational institutions in the context of economic and legal
regulation of educational services requires focusing on the implementation of economic
competence of educational institutions based on independence, autonomy and
responsibility in making business decisions. The conditions for the provision of
educational services have been refined with the justification that the defining condition
for the provision of these services in formal and non-formal education is the
identification in the form of state registration of the business entity. It is proposed that
the conditions for the provision of educational services in non-formal education
establish state registration of business entities and voluntary certification of entities
providing these services. With this in mind, it is proposed to supplement the Law of

Ukraine "On Education” with Article 51-1 "Voluntary certification of educational



activities in non-formal education.” The requirements for information and technical
support of the subject of providing educational services in the online mode are specified
by substantiation that such requirements require taking into account the availability of
technologies used for a wide range of students, the level of digital skills and the ability
to use online learning technologies. And consumers of educational services. It is
proposed to create an information system in the form of a Unified State Register of
subjects of educational services, as part of the Unified State Electronic Database on
Education. The legal characteristics of the contract for the provision of educational
services with a justification of its economic and legal nature, if the customer is a legal
entity or individual entrepreneur, and the value as a basis for planning the activities of
entities providing educational services, establishing their obligations and
responsibilities. The essential terms of such an agreement are specified (the subject of
the agreement is determined by the type of educational service and quality
requirements; the term of the agreement depends on the type of educational services:
one-time or fixed; the price of the agreement is determined by agreement or according
to the cost of educational services object of service provision). Taking into account the
above, it is proposed to amend the Standard Form of the contract on higher education,
approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine on August 19,2020, Ne 735, providing
that legal entities and natural persons-entrepreneurs may also be customers of
educational services.

Section 3 "Economic and legal liability of subjects of educational services"
summarizes the legal and factual grounds for the occurrence of economic and legal
liability of subjects of educational services: legal grounds are the provisions of current
legislation and/or contracts for the provision of educational services; factual — illegal
actions to provide educational services in the absence of legal grounds for carrying out
this activity; non-compliance of the business entity's activity with the licensing
conditions of educational activity; non-performance or improper performance of the

contract for the provision of educational services and others. It is established that



violation of the requirements for the quality of educational services is the most difficult
reason for the application of economic and legal liability due to the lack of materialized
content of educational services, subjective perception of their quality, quality
dependence on both the subject and consumer of such services. 3 taking into account
this, it is proposed when specifying the contract for the provision of educational
services to specify the requirements for the quality of educational services by
establishing specific parameters for measuring quality or indicators of quality
compliance with a certain level of education.

The forms of economic and legal responsibility of the subjects of providing
educational services are generalized: application of administrative and economic
sanctions in the form of suspension of the license or its revocation; payment of penal
sanctions (fines, penalties, fines) for breach of contractual obligations, if such sanctions
are provided by law and/or contract; compensation for losses to the customer of
educational services. It is proposed to increase the terms of elimination of violations of
licensing conditions for educational activities to six months for the period of quarantine
restrictions, which requires amendments to the Law of Ukraine "On licensing of
economic activities".
